1. Faull: the motor does not run. 

a.Over1oad operation, machine

A.Waiting for few minutes, device, 

suddenly stop working . then device normal. 

b.The power line leakage switch B.Press the leakage switch button 

is activated again 

2. Fault: the motor runs but does not spray. 

The nozzle is blocked. Remove the nozzle to clean.

VI. Caution

1. Do not immerse in water. If unit gets wet, wait for it to dry 

completely before turning it on. 

2. Operating ambient temperature is between 0 - 40 C 

3. Do not bump or drop the unit as it will cause interior and 

exterior damage.

4. Running the fogger for extended periods of time may 

cause overheating and the fogger to shut down. Should 

this happen let the fogger cool.

5. Please turn off the power immediately If the following 

situations occur: 

• Water leaks into the internal 
chamber of the device 

• The pump suddenly stops 

• The pump sound changes noticeably

Ill . Operation instructions:

1. Add the disinfectant liquid in the tank and tighten 

the tank cap. (Noted: Do not add more liquid than the 

maximum capacity of the tank, as it could cause 

damage to the fogger).

2. Turn on the power switch of the device, the machine 

will begin to work (as shown below). 

3. After use, drain tank and put some water in the tank and 

operate the fogger for 1-2 minutes to avoid the disinfectant 

liquid blocking or corroding the nozzles and pipes.
